Kopytets N.Hr., Voloshyn V.M. Analytical Assessment of the
Price Situation on the Poultry Market. Review article.

The article conducted an analytical assessment of the price
situation on the poultry market. There is a steady tendency to rise in
prices for almost all food in the food market of Ukraine. Regardless
of the fact that poultry meat production was much higher than the
internal demand prices for it also increased. It was established that
the consumer prices for poultry (chicken carcass and chicken fillet)
increased by one third. Of course, a key factor that influences the
functioning as a poultry industry that provides poultry and, therefore,
meat production, as well as the price situation in the poultry meat
market, was full-scale aggression of the russian federation in the
territory of Ukraine and related negative consequences. In most
front-line areas and areas of active fighting, there was a significant
reduction in the population of the poultry. It was substantiated that
in the future the price situation in the poultry meat market will
depend on the purchasing power of the population, the supply of the
main types of meat, the volume of domestic production and export,
as well as martial law, political and economic situation in the
country.

Abstract

The world trend is the increase in poultry meat. Poultry farming is one of the agricultural industries whose
development allows to improve the growth of increasing demand for high quality products of animal origin. The
poultry meat market is important for the population of Ukraine. Despite the significant increase in prices, half of
the average Ukrainian diet is this type of meat. The task of public policy as a whole, and especially in the war, is
to ensure the availability of poultry meat for domestic consumers in the appropriate quantity, quality and price.

Prior to the war in 2022, the structure of farm animals and poultry production increased annually in the structure
of farm animals. This was due, first of all, to the increase in demand from the population and food industry. Poultry
meat has become the most affordable. In addition, due to a significant reduction in the supply of cattle and pigs,
and accordingly the rise in prices for them. Poultry meat has become a substitute for most meat consumers.

In the conditions of war, the number of poultry in all categories of farms decreased significantly. The volume
of poultry meat has decreased and prices for it have increased. It was established that the consumer prices for
poultry meat increased by 27.4-37.2 % over the two years of the war.

It has been proven that poultry meat market was characterized by price fluctuations. However, a key factor that
affects the price of poultry meat was war and its negative effects. Other factors that affect the price fluctuations in
the poultry market are identified. This was a reduction in the poultry, rising prices for other types of meat (pork,
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beef and veal), rise in grain and compound feeds, increasing the cost of veterinary preparations, electricity, logistics
and fuel rise in transportation.

It was substantiated that in the future the price situation in the poultry meat market will depend on the
purchasing power of the population, the supply of the main types of meat, the volume of domestic production and
export, as well as martial law, political and economic situation in the country. The growth in poultry prices will
continue in the future.
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
